REPORT FOR 2014

(January to December 2014)


In our nineteenth year, we have on our rolls 515 students in Standards I to X inclusive.  Along with the Principal and Vice - Principal we have 35 fulltime teachers and 4 part–time professionals.


We welcomed Smt Manjusha.G. to teach English , Smt Asha to teach Mathematics and Smt Anupama Ravindranath, the Counsellor.  They joined us in place of Smt Sandhya.D., Kum Deepthi.V., Kum. Netra.Y.K. and Dr. Rashmi Kacker.  We are thankful to Kum. Shruthi Ranjani who taught Music for a brief period during the absence of Smt Shruthi.A.N.


Our Founder Patron, Sri.V.Siddharthacharry continues to handle Dharmamananam a course in Value Education for Class VIII with Sri Krishnamurthy our Physics teacher.  AVK Secretary, Smt Vijaya Satish, continues to teach Shakespearean Drama for Standards VIII, IX and X.  


The construction of an Open Air Theatre to become functional shortly was taken up this year.  A Tennis Court was added and the Basket Ball Court was cemented greatly improving playing conditions.  We thank our well –wishers who have made it possible for us to improve the infrastructure on the campus, particularly Sri Vishnu Dusad and Smt Madhu Dusad of M/s Karma Yogi Holding Pvt. Ltd., New Delhi.


We have continued to add new books to the existing collection of valuable books in our library.  The class library has been well used by students of classes  III, IV & V.  Audio Visual resources are also regularly updated.


Students continue to enjoy the Smart Class facility, where they have an audio-visual experience of theoretical concepts taught in class.


Our senior students are exposed, hands-on practical sessions in well-equipped three Science Laboratories and in the Computer Lab.


This year students of Stds VI to X were given an opportunity to learn the basics of Robotics.  The students who registered for this course enjoyed the sessions conducted by Vesto Educational Solutions.

SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

ICSE Class X Results:- Our twelfth batch of 38 students took the ICSE Board Examination at the end of Class X in March 2014.  They performed brilliantly.  Chi Kausthub Keshava  was the School Topper scoring an overall percentage of 94%.  6 other students scored an overall percentage of over 90%.  

Children’s Movement for Civic Awareness (CMCA):- This programme for the students of Std VIII has been continued under the guidance of Smt Usha Subramanyam,  co-ordinator.  They participated in several activities concerning civic awareness, winning the prize for Best School Profile for the year 2013 –14, among all such clubs in Mysore.

Club Activity:- The following activities were conducted: English Literary Club for standard VI; Quiz for Std VII; Dharmamananam for standard VIII and Sports and Games for Standards IX and X.

Activity Hour:- Class teachers continue to use this hour for the all – round development of their pupils.

Personality Development Programme and Career Guidance:- The School Counsellor, Mrs Anupama Ravindranath conducted a Personality Development Programme for the students of Std X.  The sessions included tips on time management, effective study techniques, stress management and goal-setting.  A similar student welfare programme was conducted for the students of Stds VI, VII, and VIII by Dr. P. Marutham, Clinical Psychologist and parent of one of our students.

Assessments:- Continuous Assessments and Grading has been followed for stds I to V.  Regular tests and examinations were conducted for stds VI to X.

Assembly Programmes:- All Sections continue to present their Assembly Programmes by turns once each week.  The efforts of each class and class teacher have been commendable.  In the Senior Assembly, daily News Reading has been continued.  During November it was in Kannada.  Weekly student’s talks as also Book Reviews continued in the Senior Assembly.  In both the Junior and Senior Assemblies, Teacher’s Talks and singing of Sanskrit songs were continued.
