REPORT FOR 2016

(January 2016 to December 2016)


We, now in our twentieth year, have on our rolls 515 students in standards I to X inclusive.  Including the Principal and the Vice Principal we have 34 full time teachers and 5 part time professionals.


We welcomed Smt. Preethi.V.S. to teach Mathematics and Science, Smt Radhamani R to teach Social Studies, Smt Kavitha.H.S. to teach Music and Smt Sharada.M. to teach Yoga.  We bade farewell to Smt Katyayini.K.V., Smt Anuradha.S., Smt Shruthi.A.N. and Smt Shilpashree.  We are thankful to Smt Dhanya who taught during the absence of one of our teachers.


Our Founder Patron Sri V. Siddharthacharry has handled Dharmamananam a course in Value Education for class VIII with Sri Krishnamurthy who is a Physics teacher and Sri M. Govinda Prasad, member Governing Board.  AVK Secretary Smt Vijaya Satish has been handling Shakespearean Drama for standards VIII, IX & X.


We have continued to add to the infrastructure on the campus.  This year, 20 new computers were added to the Computer Lab.  Development work on the sports field is in progress.  We thank our well-wishers who have made it possible for us to improve the infrastructure on the campus.  Particularly Sri Vishnu Dusad and Smt Madhu Dusad of M/s Karma Yogi Holding Pvt Ltd, New Delhi.


New books have been added to the existing collection of valuable books in our school library.  We are thankful to Sri Mittal Monani for his generous contribution of interesting books to our school library.  The class library has been well used by students of class III to V.  Visual resources are also constantly updated.


Students continue to enjoy the Smart Class facility where they have a visual experience of theoretical concepts taught in class.


Our senior students are exposed to hands on practical sessions in well – equipped Science Laboratories and in the Computer Lab.

SCHOOL ACTIVITIES

ICSE Class X Results – Our fourteenth batch of 41 students took the ICSE Board Examination at the end of class X in March this year.  They performed brilliantly.  Anurag Anand Vaidya was the School Topper scoring an overall percentage of 96.5%.  Six other students scored an overall percentage of over 90%.  Two students scored 100% in Computer Applications.

Children’s Movement for Civic Awareness CMCA – This programme for the students of Std VIII has been continued under the guidance of Smt. Usha Subramanyam, co-ordinator.  They participated in several activities concerning civic awareness.  The club members were inducted by Dr. Bhamy.V.Shenoy.  The club chose the name Alert AVKians.

Activity Hour – Class Teachers continue to use this hour for the all – round development of their pupils.

Programme in Collaboration with SPIC MACAY (Society for the Promotion of Indian Classical Music and Culture Amongst Youth) – Vidushi Prerana Srimali presented a lecture demonstration on the art form of Kathak.  Thus making students aware of the intricacies of this classical dance form.

Personality Development Programme and Career Guidance – The School counselor Dr. P. Marutham conducted a personality Development Programme for students of Std X.  The sessions included tips on goal – setting, time management, effective study techniques, stress management and so on.  Similar student welfare programme was conducted by her for the students of Stds VI, VII and VIII.


In January, Ganesh Ajjanagadde former student of AVK, interacted with the students of class X and gave them inputs on educational opportunities abroad.


A Career corner has been set up in the school library where some information about various courses and colleges is made available to the students.  This is in addition to the guidance given by the school counselor to the students of class X on various career opportunities.


Some students of classes VIII, IX & X participated in the National Career Assessment conducted by the Association of schools for the Indian School Certificate.

First Aid Programme – Akash Bhat, a grade eleven student, President of American Red Cross Club in Peters Township High School, Pittsbargh, Pensylvania conducted a programme in Cardio Pulmonary Resuscitation (CPR) for the students of Stds IX & X.

Nutrition Awareness Programme – As part of National Nutrition week in September, an awareness programme was conducted for students of Stds VI to X by students from Mysore Medical College and Research Institute and Indian Association of Adolescent Health. Dr. Narayanappa from J.S.S. Medical College spoke about right food habits for children.

Pro – Science – Hands on sessions in model building and experimentation to understand science concepts were conducted for students of Stds IV to IX (for those who registered for the course) by Vesto Educational Solutions.

Assessments – Continuous Assessments and Grading has been followed for Stds I to V.  Regular tests and examinations were conducted for Stds VI to X.

Assembly Programmes – All sections continue to present their Assembly Programmes in turn each, once a week.  The efforts of each class and class teacher were commendable.  In the senior assembly, the daily News Reading continued.  During November it was in Kannada.  During the year, one week was observed as Hindi week when the news was read in Hindi and few presentations were made in Hindi.  A similar activity was followed by the Sanskrit Department.  Weekly student talks in English and Sanskrit as also Book Reviews was continued.  Teachers’ Talk in both the Junior and Senior Assemblies was kept up.  Singing of Sanskrit songs once a week in the junior assembly was also followed.
